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 Valerio Morabito is Adjunct Professor at the 
Department of Landscape Architecture, school 
of Design, University of Pennsylvania, USA, and 
Professor at the Mediterranean University, Italy. 

His academic and practical interests are 
focused on city’s space and its evolution, 

synthesized in his recent book The City of 
Imagination. In the last 15 years, he has taught 

landscape architecture studios around 4 
continents, winning a Barcelona Biennial of 

Landscape and several ASLA awards in United 
States. 

In 2014, he founded the Mediterranean 
University spin off APS Landscape, an office 

that investigates cities’s evolutions with the lens 
of landscape, exploring new and innovative 

architectural and landscape design solutions 
related to ecology and sustainability. With APS 
Landscape, he has developed many projects in 
different countries, moving from the city scale 

exploring landscape strategies, urban 
infrastructure, public parks, public spaces, and 

buildings. APS Landscape has received 
numerous prizes and international awards for 

its design quality.
